Birthday Fabric Club 

We ask everyone who wishes to participate in the BFC to complete the Birthday Fabric Club Form.  Participants complete this form with their birth month and date, and note the kinds of fabrics and colors they want to receive as well as those fabrics and colors they do not want.  The program leader (to be determined) creates a master list of all participants, their birth dates and the fabrics they want / do not want, then distributes the list to all participants.  Participants complete each club members' request by pulling fat quarters from their stash or by shopping for them.  We have only one strict requirement that each club participants must abide by and that is the fat quarters must be quilt shop quality fabrics.  

Once each participant’s request has been filled, the fat quarters are put in individual baggies labeled with the recipient's name.  These baggies are put in a decorative box or a box that is wrapped in gift paper with YOUR name on the outside of the box.  Note, if the box is wrapped in gift paper, the lid should be wrapped separately from the box so it can be easily opened!  All boxes then are given to the program lead who removes the baggies of fabrics, sorts them by the recipients' names on the labels, and puts them in each participant’s gift box.  At the guild meeting held in the month of each participants' birth date, each participate receives their gift box filled with fat quarters of their favorite fabrics and everyone gets to oooooh and aaaaah over the fabrics received!   
   
Please note the dates for these instructions are at the bottom of the attached form. You will have several weeks to shop for your fat quarters.  We will compile the list of participants so that you will be providing fat quarters for 8 to 10 of your quilt friends.
