EARTHQUAKE CAKE
 
Preheat oven to 350 degrees.

Grease the bottom only of a 10x14 or larger baking dish as the cake expands as it bakes.

1 cup chopped pecans
1 cup coconut
 
1 box German Chocolate cake mix
 
8 oz cream cheese, softened
1/2 cup butter or oleo, softened
3-1/2 cups powdered sugar
1 tsp vanilla
 
Mix pecans and coconut and sprinkle on bottom of pan. 
 
Prepare cake mix as directed on the box and pour over coconut and pecans.
 
Mix together the remaining ingredients and spoon over cake batter.
DO NOT STIR.  
Bake 45 minutes
 
You can use lemon cake mix or orange or spice.  With lemon or orange, use walnuts instead of pecans.

Chocolate Trifle

INGREDIENTS: 

1 Pkg. Ghiradelli double chocolate chip 
brownie mix prepared and cooked or equivalent

1 (3.9 oz.) package instant chocolate pudding mix

½ c. water (I used a small amount of coffee for part of the water.

1 (14 oz.) can sweetened condensed milk

1 (8 oz.) container frozen whipped topping, thawed

1 (12 oz.) container frozen whipped topping, thawed

Heath  Bits ‘O Brickle Toffee Bits or Heath Milk Chocolate Toffee Bits

1. Prepare brownie mix according to package directions and cool completely. Cut into 1” squares.

2. In a large bowl, combine pudding mix, water and sweetened condensed milk. (I used a little left over coffee in place of a little of the water to make the ½ c.) Mix until smooth, then fold in 8 oz. whipped topping until no streaks remain.

3. In a trifle bowl or glass serving dish, place half of the brownies, half of the pudding mixture and half of the 12 oz. container of whipped topping.  Sprinkle a few toffee bits over whipped topping. Repeat layers. Sprinkle more toffee bits over whipped topping and sprinkle with chocolate crunch crumbles or shaved chocolate.  Refrigerate 8 hrs. before serving.
