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Priscilla Seals sent in her recipe for the delicious tortilla rollups she brought to the May meeting:
Southwestern Chicken Salad Spirals

1 (7 oz.) jar roasted red bell peppers

2 c. chopped cooked chicken (I use shaved chicken deli meat)

1 8 oz. Package cream cheese, softened

1 .4 oz. Envelope Ranch-style buttermilk dressing mix

¼ c. chopped ripe olives

½ small onion, diced

1 (4.5 oz.) can chopped green chilies, drained

2 Tbsp. Chopped fresh cilantro

½ tsp. Pepper

¼ c. chopped pine nuts (optional)

8 large flour tortillas

Drain red peppers well, pressing between layers of paper towels.  Combine remaining ingredients (except deli meat) and chop in food processor until coarsely chopped.

Spread mixture on tortillas, cover with deli meat, and roll up.  Chill and slice.  Makes 40.

I loved quilting on it but I use a hoop now.   I have attached a scan of the picture on the front of the user manual and the details follow.  If you are interested, please let me know. Grace Company Model Z44
Adjusts to 4 widths:  crib, twin, queen and king
Edgemaster tool to maintain side tension 
2 swing arm lamps
All nuts, bolts, washers, etc
The following is from the Grace Company web page http://graceframe.com/gfxoops/modules/sample_module_5/ :
Each layer of fabric is held on its own rail where you have absolute control over it. All layers come together in the front of the frame where they are comfortably quilted. Our raised middle rail keeps all layers firmly together with no sagging, shifting separating, or basting!  The Z44 frame is also compact-- only 35 inches from front to back giving you a 14 inch tiltable work area. Two sets of braces underneath the frame provide stability without compromising any leg space.

Fourth Rail Comes Standard:  The Z44 is the first and only frame that comes standard with four rails. The Fourth Rail holds the batting independent from the other fabric layers. This makes it much easier to manage, especially when the batting is thick or delicate
Completely Adjustable:  Now there is a quilting system that can accommodate any seating height. The new ratcheting height adjustment allows you to effortlessly raise or lower the frame to several different heights-no tools required. You can even quilt standing up. The Z44 has a ratchet tilt design that allows the work area to tilt to six different positions, from horizontal to nearly vertical. You no longer have to sit in the same position when you quilt. The unique "Z" design puts the pivot point in the front, so no matter what angle you have it, you will never lose your leg space. All adjustments can be done in seconds, with no tools required.

Folds up for easy storage:  The Z44 can be folded partially or completely, without any tools, while the fabric remains in place. When completely folded the frame is about 17" flat and is free-standing.
DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE NEW MODEL ON THE WEB PAGE AND MY FRAME:  Mine is an older frame than the one that is being sold now.  It does not have the fabri-fast rails but has rails that are laminated wood.  You attach the fabric to the rails with thumb tacks; alternatively, you can use cloth leaders that are sewn to the fabric and then themselves tacked to the rails.  Also, the ratchet wheels are wood, not plastic.  I have an edgemaster tool rather than bungee cords to maintain side tension.
